PAYMENT OF ARREARS NOT ORIGINALLY BILLED-
ELECTRICITY SUPPLY CODE REGULATIONS No. 35.2.

As per provisions of Section 56(2) of the Indian Elecy. Act-2003
and Regulation No.35.2 of Supply Code, notwithstanding anything contained in
any other law for the time being inforce, no sum due from any consumer shall
be recoverable after the period of two years from the date when such sum
became first due unless such sum has been shown continuously as
recoverable as arrears of charges for electricity supplied.

As per feedback received from the field, difierent interpretations
are being made of the ibid provisions of Electricity Act/ Supply Code by the field
officers for recovery of arrears not originally billed to the consumer. Hon'ble
Punjab & Haryana High Court in LPA No.605 of 2009 decided on 9.9.2011 has
observed that Section-56 of Electricity Act does not wipe off the recovery of
arrcars for more than wo yeare Tha right to recovery of arrears by way of suit
has been specifically protected

In view of the above, it is clarified that limitation period of two
years for charging the amount under Section 56(2) of the Electricity Act 2003
shall start from the date of detection of mistakes by the officer(s) / official(s) /
demand raised by PSPCL. However, this will not be applicable for those cases
where accuracy of meter / me(eung equipment is involved in view of the
Regulation no.21 of Supply Cod

then the period for which case remained under liigation will not be included in
calculating the limitation period of two years under Section-56(2) of the
Electricity Act 2003
