1. PRICES:

i. The unit rates should be quoted F.O.R. destination at any Railway Station Pathankot (Punjab) or delivery at Corporation’s stores through road transportation which will be treated at par with F.O.R. destination. The break up to the F.O.R. destination price should be given as under:-

a) The price of the material inclusive of packing and forwarding part of production cost. 

b) Packing cost not forming part of production cost, handling cartage etc freight charges transit risk insurance covered in F.O.R. destination price
ii. All taxes and duties levy able on the price of finished goods as per sub clause (a) shall be paid extra and the same should be shown separately as prevalent on the date of opening of tenders, to be paid at the rate as may be actually prevalent at the time of supply, otherwise these elements shall be deemed to be included in the quoted prices and will not be paid extra. No taxes and duties will be payable on the element of cost quoted under sub-clause (i) (b).


In addition to be break up of total price i.e. Ex-works cost. E.D. Sale Tax, Freight, Insurance and packing the bidder should also give split up of ex-works price. The breakup of prices shall be indicated in the respective Performa attached with specification. The filling up of the Performa shall be mandatory for the Tenderers. 2. VALIDITY:

4. DELIVERY SCHEDULE:

7. NEGLIGENCE & DEFAULT

8. FORCE MAJEURE

a. Certified that the transaction on which sales tax has been claimed, has been/will be included in the return submitted/to be submitted to the Sales Tax authorities for the assessment of Sales Tax & the amount claimed from the Corporation has been/shall be paid to the Sales Tax authorities.

b. Certified that the goods on which Sales Tax has been charged/have not be exempted under control Sales Tax or the rules there under and the charged on account of these goods are correct under the provision of the relevant Act of rules made there under.

c. Certified that we shall indemnify the Corporation in case it is found a later stage that wrong or incorrect payment had been made on account of the Sales Tax paid by us.

d. Certified that we are registered dealer under central/ State Sales Tax Act and our Registration No. is.

12. INSURANCE

i. As the rates are F.O.R. destination basis, as such, it is the responsibility of the firm to deliver the goods in sound condition at F.O.R destination and for that purpose the supplier may at his option ensure the material against all risks at his own cost during transit for full delivered value of the material up to destination. All works in connection with making and setting of claims, if any, with Railways Authorities and/or Insurance Company shall be carried out by the contractor for which no extra payment shall be made by the Corporation. However, necessary assistance required in connection with making and setting of such claims, if any, shall be provided by the consignee.

ii. All damages and or shortages during transit as covered by the Insurance shall be made good immediately on receipt of such information from the consignee without for settlement of claims, However, in case of apparent damages and or shortages, the consignee shall obtain the loss/damage certificate for the Railway/Transport authorities and send the same to the contractor within a period of thirty days from the date of receipt of material. A certificate shall be submitted by the supplier/contractor with each bill to the effect that the material has been sent duly insured.

iii. The consignee shall report losses and damages to the firm with 30 days of the arrival of the equipment at the site. It will, however, be supplier’s responsibility to prefer timely claims on the insurance underwriters and to arrange replacement thereof to the consignee.

iv. The supplier shall be wholly responsible for the loss, shortage etc. will have to be replaced/repaired by the supplier/contractor free of cost immediately without waiting for maturity of the supplier’s/contractor’s claim’s with the Road Transport/Railway authorities.

v. 13. WARRANTY


The Supplier / Contractor shall be responsible to replace free of cost with no transportation and insurance expenses to the purchaser up to the destination of material / equipment , the whole or any part of the material ; which under normal and proper use and maintenance , proves defective in material or workmanship within 12 months from the date , it is taken over by the purchaser as 18 months from the date of dispatch in respect of indigenous equipment, 24 month from the date of shipment for imported material whichever expires earlier, provided the purchaser gives prompt written notice of such defects to the Supplier / Contractor. Such replacement shall be effected by the Supplier / Contractor, within a reasonable times not exceeding 6 months of the intimation of defects Supplier / Contractor’s responsibility arising out of supply of material or its use whether on warranties or otherwise shall not in any case exceed the cost of correcting the defects or replacing the defective parts / material and upon the expiry of the warranty period stipulated above, all such liabilities shall terminate.


The above provision shall equally apply to the material so replaced / repaired by the Supplier / Contractor under this clause in the case the same is again found defective within 12 months of its replacement / repair.


“In case the replacement / repair of defective material is not carried out within a period of six months of intimation of defects, the supplier / Contractor shall have to pay interest @12% per annum on the value of each complete operational unit of equipment beginning from the date its becoming defective up to the date of its recommissioning after the replacement / repair. Purchasing authority, however, for items other than transformers, meters, LT Switches fuse units, L.A’s, L.T. Capacitors and project equipment may reduce warranty period for six months, for items the identification of which after installation is not feasible. 
14. CHANGES


Variation of modification or waiver of any of the terms and provision shall be deemed valid unless mutually agreed upon in writing by both the purchaser and supplier.
15. OCTROI CHARGES:

Octroi charges shall be paid extra on actual basic if applicable.
16. DESPATCH INSTRUCTIONS:
